
 

 

THE HELENE KRÖLLER-MÜLLER FUND: PERSONALLY INVOLVED  

The Kröller-Müller Museum is the life’s work of Helene Kröller-Müller. Between 1907 and 1922, she 
acquired almost 11,500 works of art with her husband Anton Kröller. In 1938 Helene opened her ‘museum 
house’, thus preserving the collection for future generations and for the general public. In the summer of 
2013 the Helene Kröller-Müller Fund was established as a support foundation for the Kröller-Müller 
Museum. The Fund enables the realization of projects that cannot be financed from the museum’s 
operation, but which are of great significance for the future public and the position and reputation of the 
museum. Through donations to the Fund, you can support the museum and be involved in the activities 
of the museum.  

Showing the artworks at their best; organizing major, high-profile exhibitions; allowing children and 
young people to experience that you never tire of viewing art. These are the three goals of the Helene 
Kröller-Müller Fund. In concrete terms, this means that the Fund provides support for important and 
costly conservation work, retrospective exhibitions and educational projects. The ‘Gulden Boekers’ 
(Golden Backers) of Mr and Mrs Kröller-Müller made annual donations to the museum. The club of 
Golden Backers was reinstated on the occasion of the museum’s seventy-fifth anniversary in 2013.

These contributions usually relate to major acquisitions and long-term 
ambitions of the Kröller-Müller Museum and therefore fall outside the scope of the Helene Kröller-
